• Day to day duties to include but not limited to:  
 

o Milking 
o Bedding cows with sand/straw  
o Feeder wagon operation if needed 
o Paddock fencing / pre mowing  
o Treating of sick animals and assisting the Vets in routine inspections of the herd. 
o Artificial insemination or the use of an observed stock bull 
o Foot trimming 
o Day to day rearing of all dairy/beef youngstock and replacement heifers (milk/weaned)
